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Course Overview

English II is a course designed to further your critical exploration into language by following the theme of “identity.” Learners will be exposed to regular and varied opportunities to read, write, speak and listen. English students will prepare for the NYS English Regents Exam at the end of their junior year according to NYS Standards:

#1 language for information and understanding

#2 language for literacy response and expression

#3langauge for critical analysis and evaluation

#4 language for social interaction

Expectations:

BE PREPARED: Come to class every single day. This means the basics: pens, pencil, plenty of paper. It makes everyone’s life a lot easier if you are prepared for the work.

READING: You will be reading a variety of genres such as novels, poetry, short stories, essays, newspapers, cartoons, etc and learn to successfully analyze these texts.

LISTENING: You will use your ear as a tool in class for discussion, readings, movies, etc.

SPEAKING: You will be thinking ad speaking critically in class in a variety of ways such as Socratic Seminar, group work, etc.
