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Presentation:

In addition to your packet and power point, you must also develop an original presentation to convince people to invest money in your business. You can be as creative as you want here. You may use one or both of the advertising ideas you developed in step 12, or come up with something completely different. How a business is presented to investors is vital to a business’ success; ergo, this presentation counts as 1/3 of your project grade. When you present, you must give this packet, completely filled out, to the teacher as well as your power point.  Handouts must also be made available to your investors.
Be sure to include the following in your presentation:  

· Name of your business

· What goods/services you provide

· Where you are located

· 3 reasons why customers should buy your product (use questions 12,14 &15 to help your)

· Why would your business be a good investment? (i.e. Why should I give you my money?)

· You must include a Commercial, advertising your business. (30s-1min)

· You must have business cards or flyers to hand out to potential investors on the day you present. (We can make your copies for you if you give us enough time)

· Answer any questions by the class, Mr. Giardina or  Mrs. Townsend
Remember when you are presenting or watching presentations, you are to be professional and respectful of classmates. If people are not paying attention, talking, fooling around, etc. you will be removed from class and receive a ZERO on this project! 
You must also be dressed professionally during your presentation.  Males must wear button-up shirt and tie and females dressy blouses.
