Dear Parents and/or Guardians;

Things are starting to settle down and all of the students are working hard in all academic areas, especially reading and writing.  As a parent/guardian you play a key role in your child’s success with reading.  Remember that you are your child’s best teacher and you can make a positive difference!

In order for your child’s reading and speech/language development to be successful, daily reading and language stimulation is necessary.  Many opportunities for stimulating language and reading occur within your home everyday.  For this reason, each month you will receive a calendar of activities for teaching language at home.  Many of these activities will take less than 15 minutes to complete.  They also require minimal preparations and supplies.  You may need to adapt the activity to make it easier or more challenging for your child.

As you and your child engage in these experiences, valuable language growth occurs.  By using suggestions provided on the attached page, your child will be developing skills in the areas of vocabulary, concepts, basic information, formulating sentences and questions, following directions,  and auditory memory.  

On the first of the month, post your calendar in a convenient place where you and your child will notice it daily.  Set aside a specific time each day that can be devoted to speech and language.  These activities can be carried out by an adult family member and include siblings whenever possible.  When you have completed your activity, allow your child to mark off the day on the calendar.
